BAPTISMS 

THE BANE AND THE  BLESSED 
  
There are "ha" moments and there are "aha" mo-
ments.  "Ha" moments are when we think we have 
heard it all before, when we think we see the world 
as it is to be seen, when we have learned everything 
there is to learn about our life and God's life.  Chil-
dren live such moments when they think everything 
their parents do for them is simply what mothers and 
fathers do - wash the clothes, serve the meals, earn 
the money, care for them when they are sick, enter-
tain them when they are bored.  Children take all this 
for granted and that is fine when they are six but wor-
risome when they are sixteen. 
  
But if all goes as it should the "ha" becomes "aha" 
when we realize we haven't seen anything yet.  It is 
the "aha" moment that marks a child's growth in ma-
turity and the realization that the world doesn't re-
volve around them. 
  
It is the "aha" moment when God's sons and daugh-
ters realize that everything they have really and truly 
comes from God, belongs to God, and that they are 
stewards of goods that don't belong to them.  It is 
"aha" when God's sons and daughters recognize that 
all the gifts they have received have been given not 
for them to sit on but to hand on.  We grow up to be 
God's children when we realize that all the gifts we 
have received have been entrusted to us not for our 
sake but for the benefit of all. 
  
That "aha" moment happens for some early in life, 
some on their deathbed, and others miss it entirely. 
  
If and when that moment comes, it usually doesn't 
happen as a result of our thinking ourselves into a 
new life.  It happens by feeling life so deeply that we 
begin a new way of thinking.   When it happens the 
"aha" moment is a grace from God. 
  
To catch that insight, and live by it, is what is called 
Christian stewardship.  It is the moment when we 
leave behind "ha" and our "aha" becomes "aaah!"  It 
is the moment beyond explanation, and beyond the 
need for it.  It is the moment God is waiting to offer 
those who are willing to ask for it and to be surprised 
into life.
