Our job primarily focused on the parish-run, cement
block medical clinic, which consisted of a waiting
room, small pharmacy room with a dispensing
window and counter, one consultation room, one
storeroom also used for a consulting room, a closet
with a toilet, and a recovery room with two beds.

While Dr. Young and Nurse Stinnett, Sister Elaina
and parish leader Chevelo (both studying to be public
health nurses) treated patients, with Ryan Bates
providing Spanish translation, other team members
cleaned, organized, and restocked the pharmacy
room, dispensed medicines, and ran eye tests.




We cared for approximately 150 patients and fitted 40 people with eye glasses

and others with sunglasses; helped severely malnourished children and families
with food and vitamins, and made
home medical visits.
